Visa Requirements

Thank you for your interest to visit the Czech Republic. Please read the following information carefully to help us process your application without any unnecessary delay.
 
 
VISA REQUIREMENTS for citizens of KUWAIT AND QATAR:
 
Foreigners permanently residing at the territory of Kuwait and Qatar (those having residence permit) must submit additional information, which is listed below. The following requirements are the same for all applicants: 
 
A. ENTRY VISA (maximum duration of stay 90 days, validity 1 year)
   Your passport must remain valid for at least another 90 days beyond the requested validity of your visa
   Fully completed and signed visa application form. The form may be downloaded from http://www.mzv.cz (visa application)
   One recent passport-size photograph, copy of your passport's page containing your personal data
   Copy of your return-flight air ticket or ticket reservation
   Copy of hotel voucher or reserved hotel accommodation and/or voucher issued by the medical treatment facility
   Travel health/medical insurance certificate
 
 
B. SINGLE/DOUBLE ENTRY TRANSIT VISA (maximum duration of stay 5 days)
   Your passport must remain valid for at least another 90 days beyond the requested validity of your visa
   Fully completed and signed visa application form. The form may be downloaded from www.mzv.cz (visa application)
   One recent passport-size photograph, copy of your passport's page containing your personal data. Please provide also a copy of the page with visas of your destination country.
   Copy of your return-flight air ticket or ticket reservation
   Copy of reservation of your hotel accommodation 
   IMPORTANT! Your passport must contain visa to your destination country.
   Transit visas are issued for maximum 5 days.
 
IMPORTANT - the above requested copies must be provided to each visa application, i.e. one set of copies for each family member.
 
IMPORTANT - If needed, the Embassy may request additional documents to be presented by the visa applicant.
 
 
HOW TO APPLY, WHERE and PAYMENT OF VISA FEE
 

   Every applicant must apply in person at the Czech Embassy during the opening hours of the Visa section.
   Citizens of Qatar can submit their applications via express mail service (e.g. DHL, ARAMEX, TNT etc.). For instruction how to apply via express mail service companies, please refer directly to their offices, where you can also obtain the visa application form.
   We accept payments only in cash in KWD (not cheque or credit card). PLEASE NOTE THAT THE VISA FEE IS PAYABLE WHEN SUBMITTING THE APPLICATION. Please contact the Visa office to obtain the current information about the visa fee. 
   The fee is not returned if visas are rejected or in case you don't use the issued visa for travel to the Czech Republic. If the visa is not granted, there is no legal title to change the decision.
   The application process takes usually 5 working days, in summer season it takes longer. No visa is issued on the same day or immediately. Please note that in accordance with the legal provisions the visa process may take up to 30 days.
   If your children younger than 15 years of age (included in your passport) are travelling with you to the Czech Republic, don't forget to fill in the application form accordingly.
   Each traveller of 15 years of age and older must hold his/her own valid passport and has to apply for his/her own visa.
   The issuance of a Czech visa does not create automatic right to entry to the territory of the Czech Republic, the final decision on the admission is up to the immigration officer at the border crossing. Please have all your documents (hotel reservation, insurance, official invitation etc.) prepared for this immigration control.
   Foreign nationals must register with competent authorities within 3 working days after their arrival to the Czech Republic. In hotels or similar accommodation places the registration is rather automatic, but accommodation in private is not. 
 

 
VISA FEE CONCESSION FOR RELATIVES OF EU-CITIZENS
 
   If you are an immediate relative of EU/EEA citizen (husband, wife, child under 21 years of age, mother, father), the visa fee is not charged. For relation of mother/father the visa fee is not charged only in case you are financially dependent on EU/EEA citizen (e.g. due to a long-term illness). 
   To prove your relation to EU/EEA citizen you should provide your marriage certificate, which contains the personal data of both yourself and your EU/EEA relative and the copy of the passport of your relative. Do not forget to fill in the personal data into the visa application form.
 
 
ADDITIONAL INFORMATION FOR FOREIGNERS PERMANENTLY RESIDING AT THE TERRITORY OF KUWAIT OR QATAR
 
In addition to all requirements listed above, foreigners permanently residing at the territory of Kuwait or Qatar must submit:
   GCC citizens: students - letter from the school, employees - letter from your employer or other proof of your permanent residence in Kuwait in Qatar longer than 3 months.
   Proof of residency in Kuwait or Qatar longer than 3 months (photocopies from old passports are accepted);
   If travelling on official business, official invitation signed and stamped by the competent Czech authorities;
   Letter from employer indicating the length of employment, level of salary and other useful information (for example if the employee is insured under the company health insurance programme and conditions and coverage of such programme etc.);
   Bank statement for the last three months or copy of valid credit card;
   Additional information may be required.
 

LONG - TERM VISAS (for duration of stay exceeding 90 days) 
Long-term visa applications must be submitted in person at the Embassy. For detailed information about the long-term visa procedure, please contact the Embassy. The long-term visa procedure lasts 120 days or in case of students 60 days.
